	.edu – An educational domain. Links from these are valued higher.

	.gov – A government owned domain.

	.net – Pretty much the same as a .com

	.org – A organization owns the site.

	80/20 Rule – 20% of work yields 80% of the results. Basically, stay in the 20% of work that yields the most results.

	Action Item - A task that is extracted from the discussion that needs to be done.

	Activity Report – A report of all the activity that has been happening.

	Admin (Administrator) – A person in charge of some sort of social media such as in forums and blogs.

	Adsense – Google’s Publisher PPC program. You display ads and you get paid per click.

	Advanced Web Ranking – A tracking software installed on the Big Screen that keeps track of rankings for specified keywords and sites.

	Adwords – Google’s PPC program. You pay Google to bring you traffic.

	Affiliate – Web Advertiser. Includes PPC, pay per sale, and other e-commerce.

	Aggregator – A person/thing that collects and keeps track of information.

	Alexa – A site that measures traffic of websites and assigns a traffic ranking when compared to others.

	AM (Account Manager) - The person who manages the accounts that we have with clients.

	Analysis - This process as a method of studying the nature of something or of determining its essential features and their relations

	Analytics – Google Analytics. Used to measure traffic on a site. Includes information on pageviews, unique visitors, traffic patterns, sources, keywords, etc.

	Anchor Text – The text that a link is attached to.

	Anklebite – Bugging someone about something until it gets done.

	Asset - A useful and desirable thing or quality. In most cases when talked about at CastleWave, it usually is referring to CastleWave’s websites.

	Asset Pushes - A time allotted for everyone to focus on linkbuilding to the specified asset.

	AVG – An anti-virus program used to help protect pc. It can be downloaded for free.

	Banner – An image that is a link. Is often used for affiliate programs and advertising.

	Baseline - An initial measurement.

	Baseline Report – A detailed report updated once a month and sent to the clients. A baseline is created at the first of starting something for the sake of being able to measure.

	BBCode – Special code that is usually used in forums. Similar functions as HTML, just not as developed.

	Big Screen – The computer with the big screen in the Utah Office.

	Black Hat – Doing things that are deceitful or morally wrong.

	Blog – A website that uses a blogging software such as Wordpress or Blogger. Allows for comments and other social media functions.

	Blogger – Google’s blogging software/service.

	Boat Load – A huge load. Basically meaning “lots”.

	Bookmark – A URL that is saved within some database. Can be through a social bookmarking site, or a browser.

	Bootstrap Business – Rich and Ron’s organization for their book, “Bootstrap Business”.

	Bootstrapping – Starting a small business without investors. (CastleWave’s story)

	Botting (Video Botting) – Using a program to generate views on a video.

	Branding – The process of getting a name out there or establishing a name.

	Bronze Client – 1 Primary and 1 Secondary Keyword.

	Brother Linker – A linker who shares the same mentor as you.

	Cache – A snapshot of a site that has been saved into a database.

	CMS – Content Management System. The software that you use to manage a website.

	Confindentiality - Keeping things that need to stay in the office, in the office. Basically, it means not blabbing all of CastleWave's (or our clients) secrets to all of your friends.

	Content - The words, videos, and pictures that are on a site.

	Conference Call – A call with more than one person.

	Conversion – When a user does what you want them to. Affiliates – when they complete the full process of what makes money.

	Cookies – A segment of data, containing information about a user, sent by a Web server to a browser and sent back to the server each time the browser requests a Web page.

	Crawled – A site that has been indexed by the Spider.

	Deep Link – A link that goes to a sub-page on a website.

	Demographics - The statistical data of a population, esp. those showing average age, income, education, etc.

	Digg – A social bookmarking site that is very popular. Users can submit URL’s and others can vote on that bookmark. When we say “digg this url” that means that we are going to submit it to the site and vote for it. Once this is done, the site is considered “dugg”.

	Directory – An organized collection.

	Domain – The main location of the site such as www.google.com. Everything on the site is located upon this domain.

	EST – Eastern Standard Time, otherwise known as New York time. (GMT – 4:00)

	Firefox – The primary internet browser of CastleWave. It is the best out there on the web.

	Flesh Out – Look into more; discover all the pieces; figure out what is working.

	Follow – A link that fully passes link juice.

	Forum – A web software platform that allows users to communicate via threads, posts, and replies. Basically, a site that allows you to have active conversations with others on the site.

	Gmail – Google’s email service.

	Gold Client – 3 or more Primary and 3 or more Secondary Keywords.

	Google – The largest search engine that is taking over the world.

	Google Dance – This is the seemingly random change in rankings that Google likes to do to test out sites.

	Google Doc - A document that is made using Google's document services/software.

	Grey Hat – Somewhere in between good and bad (morally).

	Grundles – Basically means “lots”.

	Guru – A person that is very knowledgeable in a particular subject.

	HTML – The code that most website are made from.

	Indexing – Placed or updated in Google’s database.

	Junior Linker – A linker who is learning the ropes.

	KEI – Keyword Effectiveness Index. Simply a ratio between Traffic Volume and Competition of a search term.

	Keyword - The word that is targeted on the page and in the linkbuilding.

	Keyword Density - The how many times the keyword shows up in the text. Usually shown in percentage. Target is 1%-3%

	Keyword Research – Detailed research of keywords such as Traffic Volume, Competitors, Backlinks of Competitors, etc.

	Link – A piece of text (URL) that when clicked, leads to website.

	Link Building (Linking) – The process of obtaining links that point to a particular site and keyword.

	Link Juice – The power of a link. Link juice is considered the value that a link adds when placed.

	Linker – A person that works on the linkbuilding process.

	Mentor – A linker who has experience and has learned the ropes of SEO.

	Micro Blogging -  Posts of 200 characters or less within a blogging software.

	Monetization – The way a website makes money.

	Motion vs. Momentum – Is the work just motion (nothing really gets done) or momentum (actually having a big effect)?

	MST – Mountain Standard Time, otherwise known as Utah time. (GMT – 6:00)

	Niche - A distinct segment of a market.

	NoFollow – A link that Google will selectively choose whether it will pass juice or not.

	Nuking/Nuke – The process of using SENuke to submit something.

	Optimize – To make as effective, perfect, or useful as possible

	Overview Report – A report sent out by Advanced Web Ranking that shows an overview of the rankings for a client.

	Personal Tracking Log – A google doc where you keep track of every link that is placed.

	Ping – Means to get attention, remind, or tell of something. E.g. “Ping me later and remind on what is going on.”

	Pluthera – Another word for lots.

	Post – To make a reply, comment, or thread. A New Post is creating a thread or topic.

	PPC – Pay Per Click

	Press Release - A statement prepared and distributed to the press sites across the web.

	Primary Keyword - The keyword that is going to be focused on the most.

	Quantcast – A site that measures traffic and user data. Very useful to find out demographics of a site or niche.

	Ranking – The position of a website on a search engine results page.

	Reply – A response to a message.

	Reputation Management – The process of bringing good sites up in the ranking and pushing bad sites down. Usually employed when something written about someone is bad and it is showing up under their name.

	RSS - Any of various XML file formats suitable for disseminating real-time information via subscription on the Internet. Basically a .xml page that shows what is new site or what has been updated.

	Screenshot – A picture taken of the whole screen.

	Search Engine – A website that allows you to search a structured collection of other websites. i.e. Google, MSN, Yahoo

	Secondary Keyword - A keyword that is is focused on less than a primary.

	SEM – Search Engine Marketing. Using search engines as a marketing medium. Includes PPC, search result optimization.

	SENuke – A program that automates some of the processes that we use.

	SEO – Search Engine Optimization. Optimizing the site and doing outside work that search engines like to see.

	SEO Firefox – An extension for firefox that will make nofollow links red.

	SERP – Search Engine Results Page. Basically the ranking of a website under a search term.

	Silver Client – 2 Primary and 2 Secondary Keywords.

	Sitemap – A file that has a list of all the pages on a website.

	Skype – A voip service that allows you to communicate via the internet. Includes instant messaging, voice chat, and video chat.

	Social Bookmarking – Bookmarking a URL via a website that allows others to view and share that bookmark.

	Social Media – Any type of media that is shared between users.

	Social Network – A site that allows users to submit content to share with each other.

	Spam (Spamming) - Annoying advertising in an inapropriate location.

	Spider – Google’s machine that crawls a website and indexes it.

	Spin – Creating variations in SENuke.

	Spin Syntax – The Code used to apply spinning within SENuke. E.g. {word|word}

	Squidoo – A social network site that lets you create a “lens”. Lenses are pretty much a one page website located on Squidoo.com

	Surface Report – A weekly report that is sent to the client detailing what has happened the past week and the work that has been done.

	Tab – A separate window within a browser. Keyboard shortcut - Ctrl + T

	Tags – Keywords that describe the object. Example: Common tags for describing people – funny, cute, ugly, hyper, professional

	Targeted Forum – A forum that is selected based off of keywords, traffic, and relevance.

	Technorati – A site that keeps track of popular blogs and sites.

	Thread – A specific string of conversation. Email – Replies to a certain email. Forums – Conversation about a specific post.

	Time Log – The log that you keep track of your time so that Tina can issue paychecks.

	Top 100 – The top 100 sites under a specified keyword.

	Trellian – Another keyword research tool.

	Twitter – Social media site where users micro blog or write blips about stuff going on. The posts are called “tweets”.

	URL – Uniform Resource Locator. Basically the web address that you type into to get to a particular site or page.

	Username – The name that is displayed and is often used for login info.

	Verify – To prove the truth of, as by evidence or testimony; confirm; substantiate. To ascertain the truth or correctness of, as by examination, research, or comparison

	Viral – When users talk about something or just share it with each other.

	Virtual Linker – A linker that does not work within the main offices.

	Webmaster – A person in charge of the site.

	White Hat – Doing good: a virtuous hero, esp. in a cowboy movie; good guy.

	Wiki - A page or site that allows for multiple people to edit the content of the page.

	Wordpress – A blogging software/site.

	Wordtracker – A keyword research tool that shows searches per day and KEI.

	Zestbit – A social network site that lets you create a “twist”. Twists are pretty much a one page website located on Zestbit.com
